❖ Articulation of community-determined
values, procedures and priorities and 
clarification of decision-making process
of the Endorois for prior informed
consent, in the context of upcoming ABS 
agreements and beyond

❖ Use as a base of participation of the 
Endorois in other government policy, 
planning and decision-making processes
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Co-management, 
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Main content of the community protocol

The protocol contains, among others, the following elements: 

• Who the Endorois people are, and their connection with
their lands around Lake Bogoria; 

• Information on sacred areas; Their traditional knowledge; 
Their cultural practices;
Their social organisation; 

• Decision-making processes and rules regarding natural
resource use; 

• Community principles for: 

Free, prior and informed consent (FPIC) 

Access and benefit-sharing 

• Participation and representation

• Legal frameworks supporting these principles; 

• Challenges and community concerns; 

• Annexes with information on resources, customary use 
and natural resource management rules.
